ALYSHA RAHN MEMORIAL Tournament Rules 2026
 
· All teams must have copies of players birth certificates on hand and must present them to the tournament director if asked. Any team found to be using an ineligible player will forfeit all tournament games in which ineligible player has participated.
· Umpires decisions are final. There will be no protests of calls on the field. Any tournament questions should be brought to the attention of the tournament director.
· Coaches are responsible for the behavior of their players and fans. The umpire will have the authority to warn and ultimately eject any coach, player, or fan who behaves in an abusive manner. Any issues that arise, need to be brought to the attention of the tournament director and not directed at the umpire, opposing coaches or fans. Please remember that we are here for the kids and as coaches and parents, we are suppose to set a good example for them. Please have a talk with your parents before hand and remind them that there will be no tolerance for abusive behavior. 
· At the beginning of each game there will be a mandatory coaches and umpire meeting. During this meeting the field boundaries and time limit should be discussed. A coin toss at this time will determine Home/Away during pool play games.
· The catcher is required to wear full protective equipment. 
· There will be 6 innings of game play or a drop dead time limit of 1:30.
· If drop dead time limit is reached, score will revert back to last completed inning
· The timer will be set for 1:20 hour. NO NEW inning will start after the timer has gone off. This will help us keep on schedule to avoid having to cancel games because we ran late.
· During bracket play, the drop dead time will not be used, no new inning after 1 hr. and 20 minutes will be used.
· The game will continue in one of 2 ways: 
· timer went off between innings—the game is over • 	timer went off during an inning—we will finish the inning 
· No forfeit will be called due to the lack of players. 
· A game is forfeited 10 minutes after game start time if the team is not present and ready to play.
· Please have your team ready 20 minutes before scheduled start time. We will start games early if possible to make sure we do not run late.
· No jewelry is allowed (umpires discretion).  
· Mercy Rule: 12 runs after 3, 10 runs after 4, and 8 runs after 5. 
· Everyone bats, free substitution in the field. 
· Batters must bat in the batting order established at the beginning of the game.  If a batter “bats” out of turn, batter is out.
· If a player is removed from the game due to injury, there is no penalty. Just remove them from the line-up.  
· Metal cleats are not allowed.
· If a bracket game ends in a tie, the International Tie Breaker rule will apply. The last batted out will be placed on 2nd base at the beginning of the inning. Innings will be played as a normal inning in all other aspects until a winner is determined. 
· Ties will be allowed during pool play.
· Tiebreakers for seeding purposes will be as follows:

Run Differential
Runs Allowed

		10u Specific Rules 
· An 11" optic yellow ball will be used.  
· There is 35 feet between home and the pitching rubber.  
· Girls must be 10 years old or younger as of September 1, 2025. 
· Bunting is allowed, If the 3rd strike is bunted foul, the batter is out. 
	▪ 	On a dropped third strike, the batter may not run and is called out. 
· Runners can steal once the pitcher releases the ball.
· Stealing Home is NOT Allowed. Stealing Second and Third WILL be.
· In the event of an overthrow that goes out of play, runners advance ONE base. If an overthrow stays in the field of play, runners advance at their own risk. 
· Infield fly rule is NOT in effect. 
· A courtesy runner is allowed for the pitcher and catcher. (This is your last out)
· There is a 5 Run per inning Limit.
Pitching 
· If the pitcher drops the ball during the pitch, a ball will be declared if the pitch leaves the circle, toward the batter.
· A pitch that bounces and hits the batter will be declared a ball, the batter will not be awarded first base.
· There will be a maximum of TWO walks permitted per inning (a hit batter counts toward the two walks).  After that, the next batter who has four balls called—an offensive coach will take over the “current strike” count. 
· After the batter has completed her turn at the plate, the pitcher will resume pitching to the next batter. 
· Any batter who is hit by a pitch after the two walk limit will still be awarded first base. 
· If the pitch count has no strikes, the coach gets 3 pitches regardless of accuracy.  If the pitch count has any strikes, the coach gets the remaining 1 or 2 pitches. If the batter hits a foul ball on the last pitch the batter will get another pitch. Every pitch from the coach is a strike regardless of location. 
· The coach must pitch underhand from inside the 15’ pitching circle. If the coach hits the batter on strike 3, It will be called Dead Ball. Batter will get another pitch.  
· The pitcher must have at least one foot inside the pitcher’s circle when the coach delivers a pitch. 
· The batter must hit the ball in play to advance to first base. 
· When a batter hits the ball, the coach must immediately exit the playing field without interference. 
· If a batted ball hits the coach pitching or the coach obstructs the play, NO PITCH will be called. 
· If a pitch thrown by the offensive coach should accidentally hit the batter, the pitch will be declared a NO PITCH. 
· Once the pitcher has control of the ball inside the 15’ circle, base runners “in between” bases advance at their own risk and must stop once they reach base.  There is NO halfway mark to determine if the runner must go back or can advance.
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12u Specific Rules 
· 12” optic yellow ball will be used.  
· All girls must be aged 12 or younger as of January 1, 2025. 
· The pitching mound is set 40 feet from the plate. 
· Stealing is permitted as the ball is released from the pitcher’s hand.
· Infield fly is in effect.
· Teams will play with 10 players in the field (Travel Division will play with 9)
· There will be a 5 run limit per inning
· Drop 3rd strike in effect
· Batter CAN run on dropped third strike: 1) with less than 2 outs and first base is not occupied or 2) with 2 outs and first base occupied and base runner attempts to run to second base.—a batter cannot run to first on a dropped third strike after she has left the field of play. This is at the umpire’s discretion. 
· A courtesy runner is allowed for the pitcher and catcher. (This is your last out)
